Clive committed 
suicide after his return to England. The Nabobs built lavish houses after Clive, drank 
heavily, gambled and indulged in massive feats and merrymaking. They had made their 
fortune in India and were very often fascinated by Indian customs. Often they went back 
to England, acquired peerages and some even went on to become members of Parliament. 
The Nabobs were the first to identify the 'nautch-girl' or Indian dancing girls as their main 
source of relaxation, and poems of the time often describe the sinuous movements and 
seductive powers of these girls. Many Nabobs took Indian wives, often to the chagrin of 
the English girls who came out to India to fmd husbands among their countrymen. 
Nobobs who dressed the Indian way earned the displeasure of their countrymen and 
women for going native. They learned the native languages and acquired the fine art of 
bullying in India. Flogging the servant for real or imagined insults or inefficiency was a 
common practice for the Nabobs.
