The art section of Cultural Historical Museum of Yerevan opened in 1921.
It was the core of the future art gallery. In 1936 it was recognized as the museum
of fine arts and in 1947 it became the State art gallery of Armenia. The collection
of the Gallery numbers more than 20,000 works of art.
