Yekaterina Dashkova {1744-1810) was an intelligent, educated, beautiful and talented woman. She
o was vfriends with the most interesting people of her time —scientists, philosophers, poets and even
with the Russian Empress Catherine II.

In 1762 Dashkova and her friends helped Catherine Il capture power and become the Empress of
Russia.

Dashkova lived abroad for more than 10 years where she met French thinkers Voltaire and Diderot,
and also met the Scottish economist and philosopher Adam Smith.

The most interesting people of that period spoke and wrote about her intelligence, beauty and
talent. Pushkin called her a heroine of world history. '

Dashkova played a major role in the developmeﬁt of Russian culture and education. She was the
president of the Russian Academy of Sciences.

Dashkova wrote a book called “Notes” where she has written about her life and the life of her times
—the epoch of Catherine II.
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
