The word consumption is used in two senscs. In one sense it is used as a process
and the other as expenditure. Consumption is the process through which the needs
of a human being are directly satisfied, such as using water to quench thirst and
using bread to satisfy hunger, etc. Therefore. consumption is the action by which a
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person uses a commodity for the satisfaction of his needs. Consumplion as an
expenditure refers to the total expenditure on consumption goods. The moncy that
people spend to buy goods and services for the dircet satistaction of their needs is
called consumption or total consumption expenditure. Consumption refers to thc‘
consumption expenditure during a year in an cconomy. The ratio of total
expenditure and total inbome is called average propensity to cdnsumption. It shows
how much of their total income people will spend on consumption and how much
they will save. It is obtained by dividing consumption by income. The ratio ol change
in consumption to change in income is called marginal propensitly to consumption,
With the increase in income, people's expenditure also increases but not as much as
the increase in.income, that is, the increase in consumption is less than the increase
in income.
