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1. ABOUT THE UNIVERSITY

The Andhra Pradesh Open University renamed as Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open
University in 1991, was established in August, 1982 by an Act of State Legislature. lts
principal aim is to provide educational opportunities to all those who wish to pursue
higher studies and acquire Degrees and Diplomas. It is a boon to those who, for one
reason or other, have not been able to study at a college or a University although they
are keen on improving their educational qualifications. "Education for All" being the
motto, Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open University brings the benefits of higher education to a
large number of people, including employees, adults, women and housewives who are
interested in higher learning.

The University makes use of multimedia instructional components such as audio-
visual programmes (Braou - Web Radio, T-SAT, Vidya Nipuna Channel, YOU Tube
Channel), in addition to print material and contact-cum-counselling classes. The LSCs/
RCs will function on all week days except Monday and Tuesday following Second
Saturday and other public holidays. The counselling classes are arranged at the study
centres on Sundays and also Second Saturdays depending on the situation.

a) Under Graduate Programmes

The University offers three Undergrduate (U.G.) Programmes leading to the award
of B.A., B.Com., and B.Sc. Degrees. All the programmes of the University are
recognised by Distance Education Bureau (DEB), UGC, New Delhi. Admission
to these programmes is open to all Citizens of India without any restrictions. However,
the area of operation of the University is confined to both the States of Telangana and
Andhra Pradesh only. The University has been following Choice Based Credit System
for the U.G. Programmes from the year 2017-18.

b) Learning outcomes of Undergraduate Programmes (B.A, B.Com and B.Sc)

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open University is the first of its kind, established with the
objective to create equal higher educational opportunities for a large segment of the
population by implementing innovative practices in Teaching Learning methodologies.

The university adopts all the regulations stipulated by the University Grants
Commission (UGC) and also follows regulations issued by the state government. In
line with these, the university has adopted the Choice-based Credit-system (CBCS)
incorporating the Learner Outcome-based Curriculum Framework (LOCF) for all its
programs. Every unit of the course material provides the objectives and learning
outcomes in the introductory part itself, presenting a clear idea in the minds of the
learners about the purpose of their learning. The University strives to build a knowledge-
based society by providing equal educational opportunities through the distance mode
for diverse and disadvantaged sections of society who could not continue their higher
Education and wish to upgrade their knowledge by acquiring a degree. It is worth
mentioning that the university offers opportunities for prison inmates to pursue higher
education, so that they can resume their social obligations and function as responsible
citizens once again, after they complete their term of punishment. Further, the university
also acts as a stimulant and motivator for scholarly activity.



The University offers academic programmes that aim at making education and
training instruments more effective for living and for making a living, at a lower cost
with more flexibility than traditional colleges and universities. Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open
University while preparing the curriculum and developing the course material focuses
on imparting knowledge, skills, provisions for research and innovation. In the long run
the university is aiming for expansion to lead and partnerin the efforts of the Government
to ensure development and equality in distribution of knowledge. The University provides
a strong disciplinary learning experience combined with a broad, interdisciplinary
curriculum that is continually updated, and thus ensures that the learners are prepared
to think and communicate excellently both within and across disciplinary fields, to
engage in critical thinking and effective analysis of issues, and involve in research to
create new knowledge.

Medium of Instruction

A student can study UG Programme, i.e. B.A., B.Com., & B.Sc. in Telugu or

English medium as per his / her choice and B.A. Programme in Political Science,
Public Administration, History and B.Sc. Programme in Botany Chemistry, Zoology are
offered in Urdu.



Once medium is chosen by the student in the | year U.G. Programme, it will
continue till the completion of the programme. It means that the student must
write all papers of all semesters in one medium only.

d) Duration of the Programme

The minimum duration of the U.G. Programme under Choice Based Credit System
(B.A., B.Com., and B.Sc.) is three years consisting of 6 semesters and the maximum
period SIX years from the year of Admission. On expiry of sixth year, the student
whosoever left with backlogs may seek readmission for another three years on payment
of requisite fee. If a student takes readmission immediately after 6 years, the duration
of readmission period will be 3 years. If he takes readmission after 7 years, the duration
of readmission period will be 2 years. Similarly, if a student takes readmission after 8
years the duration of readmission period will be one year only.

3. PROGRAMME STRUCTURE

The University has been following the Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) from
the Academic Year 2017-2018.

Choice Based Credit System is a well designed and comprehensive education
system to meet the ever growing needs of the society and create an environment to
accomodate innovations. It is a flexible system where the student is at a liberty to learn
from his own place. It provides greater choice to select elective courses from a wide
range of courses. Providing enhanced learning opportunities and greater choice, forms
a foundation for skill development which helps in producing employable graduates.
Various components have been formulated in a way to fulfill scholastic needs and
aspirations of diverse students.

Implementation of choice based credit system - Major shifts in Educational
Strategy

CBCS pattern consists of different types of courses introduced to broaden the
base in higher learning. It includes Core courses, Electives, Ability Enhancement
Courses, Language Specific Courses etc.

Core courses are compulsory courses which are necessery for fulfilling the
requirements of a programme in a said discipline of study. Elective courses are optionals
and selected from courses which are supportive in nature, which enable the student to
expand the scope of the discipline of study. The students also get exposure to other
disciplines which enhance their general proficiency, skill and open thinking. The Generic
or discipline centric courses provide window to unlimited knowledge. Ability
Enhancement courses lead to knowledge enhancement and personality development.
These are mandatory for all disciplines and woven to impart value based education.

4. DISTINCTIVE FEATURES OF CBCS

e The structure of CBCS is designed keeping in view broad parameters of
student choice, system requirement and institutional preparedness.

e The Choice Based Credit System (CBCS) makes the undergraduate
programmes to be more relevant to the changing needs and requirements
of higher education, in compliance with the guidelines of UGC and TSCHE.

e Students are given flexibility in choosing the courses of their choice.

e The courses are of diverse nature i.e., Core, Elective, language specific,
generic, ability and skill enhancement courses designed to impart knowledge,
skills, and bring attitudinal changes appropriate to meet the demands of
economy and society. The Students may have to choose a combination of
coursesi.e.,A. Discipline Specific Core Courses (DSC) B. Discipline Specific
Elective Courses (DSEC), C. Language Specific Courses (LSC), D. Generic
Electives (GE), E. Ability Enhancement Compulsory Courses (AECC) and
F.Skill Enhancement Courses ( SEC).(See Table - | for details)



The Programmes include three discipline specific courses of same credit
weightage and others with different credit weightage.(See Table-I)

The system is designed based on measurement of instruction time/study
time in terms of credits. Credit is a unit of measuring the study time of a
course. One credit is equivalent to one hour of instruction/study time of theory
or tutorial or two hours of practical/field work per week.

The duration of the programme is three (3) academic years divided
into six semesters. Each semester is of 15 to 18 weeks of instruction/
study time.

Maximum number of credits for a semester is 30. The number of credits in
each semester from Ist to IV semesters will be 25 credits each and for the V
and VI semesters 30 each.

The University maintains parity with conventional system in terms of credits
and courses to ensure same amount of esteem and comparision of credits.

The student must study a total of 160 credits to pass degree programme of
these credits.

The minimum duration for the completion of Degree programme is
three years, which is divided into six semesters and the maximum
period allowed for is six years. First to fourth semesters consist of seven
courses, whereas fifth and sixth semesters six courses each. Out of seven
courses to be selected in first to four semesters, three courses are optionals
with five credits each and four courses are general courses [Ability
Enhancement Compulsory Courses, Language Specific Courses, Skill
Enhancement Courses (SEC) and Generic Electives] with a weightage of
three / two credits each. In fifth and sixth semesters, there are six optional
courses; out of which three are Discipline Specific Core Courses and other
three are Discipline Specific Elective Courses with a weightage of 5 credits
each. (See Table-I)

Similarly, the students must choose one of the four Modern Indian Languages
(MIL) (Telugu / Hindi / Urdu / Functional English) in the first semester itself.
The same MIL will be continued for the rest of the three semesters.

All the students admitted into undergraduate programmes must write
semester end exams in each semester. Thus, in a total of three years, the
student will write exams in six spells. Students must note that the first, third
and fifth semesters (called odd semesters) will begin from July and end with
December of a given year. Similarly, the second, fourth and sixth semesters
(called even semesters) will start from January and end with June of a given
year.

services, wherever necessary.

® Those services which are essential for learning of a programme from entry to exit are
provided at study centres.

BLENDED MODE OF INSTRUCTION :

As per UGC regulations, Dr.BRAOU provides flexible learning opportunities by
using a variety of media, including Print and electronic media and conducts online
counselling and occasional interactive face-to-face meetings. Teaching-learning
experiences include practical or work experience.

The pedagogical use of modern educational practices that support blending
learning are also adopted by the university so as to have more sophisticated approach
to the use of ICT and expertise in e-learning.

There is a shift to blended mode of learning by the university with elements of
online learning and physical counselling classes at Learning Support Centres (LSCs).

A few contact cum counselling classes are conducted at Learner Support
Centres and some contact cum counselling classes are conducted online through
zoom platform from university Headquarters. The schedules of online classes and
offline classes are displayed on the university web site regularly.

Electronic Media Resources & Research Centre (EMR & RC) - Broadcast Schedule

The university has adopted new technology to produce quality digital content to
reach the students. EMR&RC facilitates digital content production and digital mode of
delivery of content to reach out to more number of learners. Now learning through
technology is being adopted by the students of distance education. The university
facilitates the students to access digitized content which is now available on university
YouTube channel.

EMR&RC is planning to use the digital platforms to reach the distance learners
by widening the use of technology to deliver the content such as — starting its web
radio for audio lessons broadcast, Live Video lessons on YouTube channel, course
wise Audio, Video lessons production and delivery. It facilitates the learner to have
face to face live interaction with the teacher via electronic gadgets, to get answers for
their queries. The electronic media, educational TV lessons, Radio lessons and use
of IT inthe ODL system is an effective mode of teaching and learning. This is the first
university to use live streaming of video lesson to distance learners; it is noted as
unique facility in the ODL system.

The present practice is to telecast video lessons through T-SAT Vidya and Nipuna
channels and broadcasting of audio lessons overAll India Radio (A.l.R.). T-SAT video
lessons are being telecasted on Nipuna from 2:00pm to 3:00pm and on Vidya from
1:00pm to 2:00pm and from 8:30pm to 9:30pm. All India Radio broadcasts the lessons
from 6:25pm to 6:40pm.

® All CBCS courses are credit based.

® The absolute grading system as suggested by U.G.C is followed.

b. The Grading Scale

Grading is the core of the CBCS, which reduces the subjective element of evaluation
thereby preventing disadvantage to students. Grade is the index of performance of studentsin a
course. Grade is the transformation of scaled marks secured by a student in a particular course.
Grade point is numerical weightage attached to each grade on a 10 point scale depending on the

range of marks awarded in a course.

Pattern of Examination and Minimum marks to Pass

a) For all courses, Semester- end Examination Question Paper consists of 3
sections, viz., Section - A,B and C. Section - A contain Short Answer
Questions, Section - B Long Answer Questions, and Section - C Essay
Question.

b) Student should secure a minimum of 40% of marks in all the courses of
Semester-end Examinations.

c) Foreach 5- Credit Course, the maximum marks alloted for Semester-end
Examinations is 100 and of which 20 marks is allotted to Section-A, 60
marks to Section -B and 20 marks for Section - C. Further Section - A
consists of ten short questions with global choice (two questions from each
block) and out of which the students are required to answer five questions.
Each question carries four marks (5 x 4= 20 Marks). In Section - B, five
essay questions with local choice i.e., with Either /Or will be given. The
student is required to answer all the five questions, and each question carries
12 marks ( 5 x 12=60 marks). The students are required to answer all
guestions. Section - C, Consists of an Essay Questions (20 x 1=20 marks).
There is a choice in this Section. The duration of the Exam is three hours.

d) Inthe case of practical oriented courses, out of five credits, four credits are
assigned to theory and one credit to practicals. Accordingly, 20 marks are
assigned to practical examination and 80 marks to Semester-end Theory
Examination. The Semester-end question paper is divided into three
sections. In section - A, eight short questions will be given with global choice
and out of which the student is required to answer four questions, and each
guestions carries five marks ( 4 x 5= 20 marks). In Section - B, four essay
guestions with Either/Or choice will be given and the student is required to
answer all four questions, and each question carries 10 marks (4x10=40).

In section-C, 20 objective questions are given comprising ten multiple choice,
five matching type and five fill in the blanks. The studentis required to answer
all questions, and each question carries one mark (20 x1=20).

For 3 - Credit Courses, as each course has three blocks, the maximum
marks for Semester-end-Examination will be 60 and out of which 18 marks
are to be allotted to Section - A, 30 marks to Section - B, and the remaining
12 marks will be allotted to Section - C. In Section - A, six questions are given
with global choice, where the studentis required to answer three questions.
Each question carries six marks ( 3 x 6 =18 marks). In Section - B, three
guestions with Either/Or choice will be given from each block. The student
is required to answer all questions and each questoin carries 10 marks.
(3 x 10 = 30 marks). In Section -C, six multiple choice questions, three
Match the following, and three fill in the Blanks will be given. The student is
required to answer all questions, and each carries one mark (12 x 1=12
marks). The duration of the examination is 2 hours.

For 2- Credit Courses, as each course has two blocks, the maximum marks
for the Semester-end-Examination will be 40. Of which, 30% (i.e., 12 marks)
of the marks are allotted to Section - A, 50% (i.e., 20 marks) to Section -B,
and the remaining 20% (i.e., 8 marks) to Section-C. In Section - A, four
guestions are given with global choice, and the student is required to answer
two questions. Each question carries six marks (2 x 6 = 12 marks). In
Section-B, two essay questions are given with Either / Or choice and each
guestion carries 10 marks (2 x 10 =20 marks). In Section - C, four multiple
choice questions, and four Fill-in the Blanks are given. The student is required
to answer all questions, and each question carries one Mark ( 8 x 1 =8
marks). The duration of the Examination is one and half hours.

The University conducts one examination every day. Thus for the semesters
from first through fourth, the examinations will be held at the rate of 7 days each
and for the fifth and sixth semesters, the examinations will be at the rate of 6
days each.

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8. Undergraduate 1st Year Programme - Guidelines for Choosing
Optional Subjects

Please read the guidelines carefully for choosing Optional Subjects for first year
hich would continue in second and third year also. You are advised to go through the
optional subjects (see Annexure - |, Il and IV for details) offered for each programme
which you intend to study during your course period. You may take the help of the Head
/ Staff of your Learner Support Centre for selection of optional subjects. Please do
remember that you must study the same optional subjects during the second and third
year programme also. Please see the website of the university to ensure whether the
optionals and medium proposed to be chosen are available at the study centre in which
you wish to study. Optional subjects like Economics, History, Political Science, Public
Administration and Sociology are offered (in Telugu Medium only) at all the study centres.
However, counselling classes are held in these courses subject to enrolment of
prescribed number of minimum students.

Choice of Optional Subjects

In the Ist year, Ist Semester itself, the students must choose any three subjects
as optionals out of the subjects listed under four faculties (see Annexure - 1). They
have to choose their optionals keeping in mind the subjects and medium offered
at the LSCs (See the University Website for details).

Please note that you are given optional subjects under four Faculties. You may
choose all the three subjects from any one of the Faculties or at least two subjects
from one Faculty and the third one from any other Faculty.

The students should choose three optionals, depending on their interest,
compulsorily. There are three programmes to pursue at Undergraduate level i.e., B.A.,
B.Com., and B.Sc. In order to register the programme of his/her choice and optional
subjects, the students should visit the University portal (www.braouonline.in) and select
U.G. First Year (B.A., B.Com., & B.Sc.) Online Registration Form for 2025-26. For
admission to B.Sc Programme, candidate should pass intermediate or equivalent
examination with required science subjects to seek admission or passed 10+2
from National Schooling (NIOS) / TS Open School Society (TSOSS).

For Students from Non-Science streams who seek admission to B.Sc.,
programme, a service certificate that they have work experience in any R&D or Scientific
organisation for atleast 1 year, is to be submitted in original at the Learner Support
Centre or passed the two year ITI or two year vocational course after SSC and other
examinations as mentioned in Annexure - VII.

Candidate shall visit the portal of BRAOU (www.braouonline.in) and click on the
application and access the form. The Candidate on his own can fill all the fields including
optionals in the application form. (See Annexure-l, Il and IV for optional subjects)

Now, you are advised to select the programme. If you select B.A. as programme
of your study, you will get optionals to be chosen under Two Faculties i.e., Faculty of
Social Sciences and Faculty of Arts. Under the Faculty of Social Sciences, you will find
Seven (07) optionals, whereas under Faculty of Arts Four (04) optionals. You may
select all the three optional subjects in any one of the Faculties or at least two optional
subjects from one Faculty and the third one from any other Faculty. For example, if you
choose Political Science and Sociology under Faculty of Social Sciences and the third
optional can be either from the list of optional subjects from Faculty of Arts or Faculty of
Commerce or Faculty of Science. On clicking the third optional subject only the selection
of optional subjects for B.A. Programme is completed. Students must not choose
optional Economics in Social Sciences (code:20) and optional Business
Economics from Commerce (code: 12) together as their combination of optional
subjects.

If you wish to study B.Com., select B.Com Programme. Once you select
programme the list of optional subjects to be offered will be displayed. The number of
optional subjects that you come across will be three only i.e., 10, 11 and 12. If you want
to obtain B.Com., degree you may choose either all the three optional subjects i.e., 10,
11 and 12 or at least two optional subjects i.e., 10 and 11 compulsorily under Faculty of
Commerce and the third one from any of the Faculties. (See Annexure - IV for details)

If you want to obtain B.Sc. degree, select B.Sc., degree as programme of study.
Once you select B.Sc., degree, a list of eight (08) optional subjects will be displayed.
You may choose any three of the optional subjects from Code No. 13 to 19 or you may
select atleast two optional subjects from Code No. 13 to 19 and the third optional subject
from any other faculty of your choice. (See Annexure - IV for details.)

Psychology as one of the optionals (Code No. 24)

Keeping in view the demand from the students, the university is offering
Psychology as one of the optionals at undergraduate level with Code No. 24 under
Faculty of Social Sciences. The students who choose Psychology as one of the
optionals at Undergruate level, should pay practical fee of Rs. 1600/- (Rupees Sixteen
Hundred Only) in addition to tuition fee of Rs. 3200/-. The students who opt this subject
shall attend the practical sessions and 100 percent attendance is compulsory for these
sessions.

Note on Mathematics Practical Training

Keeping in view the explosion of knowledge in the sphere of Mathematics, the
University decided to introduce practical component in Mathematics, which is similar
to that of other science subjects. The students who choose Mathematics as one of the
optional subjects at undergraduate level, should pay practical fee of Rs. 800 (Rupees
Eight hundred only) in addition to tuition fee of Rs. 3200.

Statistics at U.G. level

Statistics as one of the optional at U.G. Level is introduced from the academic
year 2018-19. Similar to Mathematics, Statistics will also have the practical training.
Students who opt statistics shall undergo practical training similarly to other science



subjects by paying Rs. 800/- in each year of study. This optional will be offered at
R.C.C.S only. The programme is offered in both English and Telugu medium. The
academic regulations are as per the other science subjects.

Computer Applications at U.G. Level

The University is offering computer applications as one of the optional at the U.G.
Level from the academic year 2018-19. Till the academic year 2016-17, the university
offered this subject in collaboration with NIIT. As per UGC guidelines the university
established department of Applied Science in the Faculty of Science. The subject
"Computer Applications" is offered through this Department of Applied Science. The
practical training for students opting computer applications and staying in and around
Hyderabad will be held at the University campus. In addition to this, the subject will also
be offered at RCs. As the practical training component carries more guantum compared
to the Science Subjects, the fee will be Rs. 4000/- per year. This course will be
offered only in English medium keeping its international job opportunities.

Journalism as one of the optionals (Code No. 22)

Realising the importance of Journalism in the contemporary situation and also to
widen the base of optional subjects, a subject on Journalism is added as one of the
optional subjects at the Undergraduate Programme Level under Faculty of Social
Sciences. The students who wish to study Journalism at Undergraduate level, may
choose it as one of their optional subjects.

Geography at UG Level (Code No. 28)

Geography is one of the subjects of the social sciences which makes the students
understand the importance of earth and scientific developments relating to space
technology, Geographic Information System (GIS), Global Positioning System
(GPS) etc. Geography is added as one of the optional subjects at the UG level in
both English and Telugu medium under the Faculty of Social Sciences from the
academic year 2025-26.
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Important Note:

1. Contact-cum-Counselling classes for Psychology subject will be offered only in
Limited Centres as per the norms of the university. Practicals will be conducted
for this subject at identified Zonal centres / Regional centres which will be informed
later. (See Annexure - VI)

2.  The optional subject Journalism is offered at Regional Centres only.
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While you are free to choose any three optional subjects, still you are directed to
note carefully the above mentioned guidelines before you finalise the selection of
the subjects. Those who wish to study Postgraduate programmes later must
choose their optional subjects carefully, keeping in view the admission regulations
of various Universities.

For example, if you are interested to study M.Sc. Programme, it is advised to
choose all the three subjects from the Science Faculty only. If you want to study
M.Com. Degree Programme, it is advised to choose all the three subjects from
the Commerce Faculty only. For M.A. Degree Programme also, it is advised to
choose all the three optional subjects from the Faculty of Arts / Social Sciences.
It may be noted that regulations with regard to admission to Postgraduate Degree
Programmes from one University to another.
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Payment of Tuition and Lab Fee for First Year

The annual tuition fee payable for first year is Rs. 3200/- for B.A. B.Sc. and B.Com.
and is payable in one instalment only. The students who have opted for science
subjects (other than mathematics) must pay Rs. 1600/- towards laboratory fee
for each science subject along with tuition fee only. For Mathematics and Statistics
the student has to pay Rs. 800 each towards practical fee. Students who wish to
opt for Psychology as one of the optional subjects also to pay Rs. 1600/- towards
lab fee in all the three years. For Computer Science the students has to pay
Rs. 4,000/- towards practical fee. Students who paid lab fee but couldn't attend
practicals should pay the lab fee once again to attend the practical classes.
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NOTE FOR B.Sc. STUDENTS: Practical training classes of the University are
usually conducted during October / November and April / May of every year. The
University conducts practicals of 24 hours per subject. Ascience student must
attend 70% of the practical sessions to become eligible to write the practical
examinations. The science students are advised to attend the science
practical sessions without fail. If a student fails to attend the practical
sessions, the laboratory fee of Rs. 1600/- (per science subject) paid by him
/ her will lapse for that Academic Year and he / she shall pay Rs. 1600/- per
science subject once again in the subsequent academic year (s) to attend
the practical sessions. Similarly, the students of Mathematics or Statistics
have to pay Rs. 800/- once again if they fail to attend practical training
sessions. Laboratory fee paid by the student is valid for that particular
academic year only. (See Annexure - VI for list of practical zonal centres)

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LEARNER SUPPORT SERVICES

The University provides Student Support Services to the students through a

network of Learner Support Centers (LSCs).

Learner Support Centres: To provide learning support and information to the
students, the University has established 99 LSCs in Telangana offer Degree
Programme. These study centres are located in existing educational institutions
in different parts of the State. The details of the LSCs are given in Annexure - X.
Each study centre is headed by a senior teacher supported by administrative
staff. If students need any academic guidance or guidance in the choice of
electives, they may seek the advice of the LSCs staff. Experienced teachers will
be available on Sundays and holidays to provide academic counselling and clear
their doubts in the learning materials. The LSCs has audio-visual equipment and
library. The LSCs is the point of contact with the University for the students.
Though attendance is not compulsory for contact-cum-counselling classes,
students are advised to go to the LSCs as often as they can, to interact with the
Academic Counsellors and other learners.

Digital Learning Material : Provided to all students who get admitted to UG Ist
Year, free of cost.

Printed Course Material : This is provided to all students printed course material
in the admission registration form. The printed course material will be dispatched
to the students by post to their residential address.

Background Reading: The course material supplied to students may contain a
list of books recommended for reading. You may use the study centre reference
library in which the recommended books are available.

Multimedia Approach: The University since its inception has been adopting
Multi Media Approach in the Teaching Learning Process. In this respect, the
University has been utilising electronic media such as Radio and Television to
reach out to the Students spread throughout the States of Telangana and Andhra
Pradesh.

Radio Lessons: The University is broadcasting Radio Lessons through All India
Radio, Hyderabad on all days from 6.25 p.m. to 6.40 p.m. The programmes are
broadcast on 'Hyderabad - A' meters with shortwave support.

Tele Lessons: As a supplement to the printed course material, the University
telecasts Tele Lessons through T- SAT - Nipuna Channel from every Monday to
Friday from 2.00 p.m. to 3.00 p.m. Similarly, the University is also telecasting
Video lessons through through T-SAT - Vidya Channels for all the week days
from 1.00 p.m. to 2.00 p.m. and 8.30 p.m. to 9.30 p.m.

Contact-cum-Counselling Classes: The University allots Academic Counsellors,
based on their academic ability and their special interest in teaching students of
different age groups, social and linguistic backgrounds.

The contact-cum-counselling classes are conducted at the LSCs only if a
certain minimum number of learners have registered for a subject in a
medium. If the minimum number is not available in the allotted LSCs the students
can attend these classes at other centres where counselling is available. The
details of minimum number of learners required for organising these classes
varies from subject to subject. The details are available at the study centre. For
the details of subjects offered at various study centres refer the university website.

The Contact-cum-Counselling facility is available in various LSCs, and the
permission given to conduct classes for the subjects for different centers
areinformed from time to time to the Learner support centers Some centres
are not permitted to conduct the classes for certain optional subjects, though
there will be students for other than the subjects permitted to them. Further, the
university offers online counselling classes through 'zoom' platform from University
head quarters.

Laboratory Facilities : If students choose to study science subjects including
Mathematics for B.Sc. Degree Programme, they will have practical sessions
arranged for them at specified Zonal Study Centres. For attending the practical
sessions they should pay the laboratory fee as specified by the University along
with their [, Il & lll year tuition fee. The timetable for these classes will be intimated
to them through a letter from the University. As per the existing rules in force,
students have to attend 70% (i.e. on an average 50 hrs.) of practical classes in

each science subject of the Practical sessions opted by them during |, Il & IlI
years of their study. 100% attendence is compulsory for the Psychology Practical
Sessions.

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11. GENERAL INFORMATION
A. Change/ Transfer of Learner Support Centre (LSC)

No transfer of Learner Support Centre will be entertained within the twin
cities of Hyderabad/ Secunderabad.

The transfer of LSCs will be entertained only during the notified dates
and no transfer shall be considered after the issue of notification of
examinations and until completion of the entire schedule of
examinations so notified.

Keeping in view the need and due to certain exigencies, the University will
however hold the right to transfer of a student from one study centre to
another study centre after due approval from the authorities concerned.

The change of LSC is done only once during the minimum duration of any
programme.

Students who seek re-admission or re-enrollment to any programme are
not eligible for transfer of LSC after the re-admission is granted.

The University reserves the right to grant or reject the request for change of
LSC and the decision of the University shall be final in all respects.

The University reserves the right to withdraw / modify / amend these rules
without any prior notice and they shall be binding on the student.

B. Change of Optional Subjects / Medium

No change of Optional Subject/ Medium shall ordinarily be permitted in lll year. If
permitted subject to rules, the students should write the | & Il year examinations of the
subjects opted for change in lll year. Change of optional subjects or medium is entertained
only when he did not pass in any of the papers of earlier semesters, except languages.
Please note the following:

The change of subjects / medium is permitted only once during the duration
of the programme subject to rules.

Generally, the change of subject (s) / medium is done only once during the
minimum duration of the programme.

If any false claim for such change(s) is noticed at any time, the University
has the right to initiate disciplinary action against the students as per rules
including cancellation of admission.

The LSC can guide the students regarding the fee payment for change of
optionals, medium and MIL as per the circulars issued from time to time.

Change of optionals, medium and MIL can be made by the students by
paying the requisite Fee online at University Head Quarters only.
Demand Drafts will not be entertained.

The University reserves the right either to grant or reject the request of the
student and the decision of the University shall be final under all such
circumstances.

Change of MIL / Medium

In the first year, if the student desires to change his / her Modern Indian Language
(MIL) from one to another, he/she hasto pay Rs. 100/- before the date of 1st Contact-
cum-Counselling class and return the course material supplied to him / her without
spoiling and writing on the books. After the counselling classes the student has to pay
Rs. 250/- for one semester for MIL and Rs. 400/- for one semester change of medium.
After first semester, subject to rules, for change of MIL and Medium fee will be change.

Change of Optional Subjects

a) Forchange of optional subjectin 1st year, before the commencement of 1st
Contact-cum-Counselling class, the student has to pay Rs. 100/- per subject
by returning the course material already received. After that before the issue
of examination notification. He / she has to pay Rs. 400/- per each subject,
but before first semester exams. After first semester, one has to pay Rs.
800/- per subject and the condition to be satisfied is that he should not have
passed in the concerned paper of first semester.

b) If the student wants to change the subject, after writing 1st semester
examinations (before 2nd semester) the condition to be fulfilled is that he /
she must not have appeared in the examinations or must have failed in the
subject in which he / she proposes to change. Change of subject is not
entertained once the student passes in any of the papers in the subject
concerned, be it theory or practical.

c) If the student desires to change the optional subject in 2nd year, after a
stipulated time, he / she has to pay Rs. 1200/- per each subject (including
1st and 2nd year). Change of Subject is not entertained if the student has



passed in any one of the papers of the subject concerned of any semester
in | Year or Il Year or lll Year.

d) The student, before changing the Optional Subject must be careful and
observe the guidelines for awarding Degree. He / she has to pass all the
papers of the changed subjects of all the years. For change of medium, the
candidate must not have written any exams in the medium selected or should
have failed in all the papers the selected medium.

e) Change of optional subjects is entertained only once in the maximum period
allowed for the completion of the programme.

Recognizing that education is the most potent tool for social change
and empowerment, the Samatha Support Scheme seeks to dismantle existing barriers to higher education
for historically marginalized communities within the jurisdiction of Telangana State. The 1927 Executive
Council (EC) of the university held on June 18 approved the policy and accordingly the guidelines are
prepared.

Il. The Imperative for Inclusive Education: Addressing Cultural and Social Exclusions in Telangana
Despite significant strides in educational access, certain sections of society within Telangana remain critically
underrepresented in higher education due to deep-rooted cultural and social exclusions. BRAOU has
identified key communities in Telangana facing these challenges:

1. Adivasi Youth: Adivasi communities of Telangana such as Gond, Koya, Chenchu, and other Primitive
Tribal Groups, predominantly residing in remote and forested areas of Telangana, often face geographical
isolation, economic hardship, and cultural barriers that limit their access to conventional higher education
institutions. Traditional educational models may not resonate with their unique cultural contexts, leading to
low enroliment and retention rates in the state.

2. Transgender Individuals: Within Telangana, societal stigma, discrimination, and lack of acceptance often
force transgender individuals out of mainstream educational settings. The cultural taboo surrounding their
identity creates significant hurdles in pursuing higher education, leading to social and economic
marginalization within the state.

3. Divyangjan: While efforts have been made by the Telangana government, Persons with Disabilities,
physically challenged individuals still encounter significant difficulties in accessing traditional colleges across
the state. Architectural barriers, lack of specialized support, and societal perceptions can impede their pursuit
of higher education, despite their intellectual capabilities. The Samatha Support Scheme is specifically
designed to address these systemic inequalities and bring higher education to those who have historically
been "unreached" solely within the State of Telangana.



lll. The BRAOU Samatha Support Scheme:

Core Provisions: The Samatha Support Scheme offers a comprehensive package of support to eligible
candidates, effectively removing financial and logistical barriers to higher education:

Free Education: Eligible students will be required to pay a nominal registration fee of ¥500 only. No tuition
fees will be charged for their undergraduate studies. Students will be responsible for paying the prescribed
examination fees for their semester-end examinations.

Free Course Material: All necessary course materials, including printed study guides, will be provided free
of cost to the students.

Free Access to Online Resources: Students will enjoy unlimited and free access to BRAOU's extensive
online resources, including the online service portal, course material portal, audio/video lessons portal, and
online learning portal.

Weekend Counseling Classes: Students can attend weekend counseling classes at their nearest study
center, providing them with essential academic support and guidance.

IV. Eligibility Criteria: The Samatha Support Scheme is applicable only to Telangana Permanent Residents;
eligibility for the Scheme will be strictly based on the Government of Telangana's established criteria for the
identified communities. Applicants must submit relevant documents as proof issued by the Government of
Telangana.

For Adivasi Community: Valid Community Certificate issued by the competent authority of the Government
of Telangana, clearly identifying them as belonging to the specified primitive tribal groups listed by the state
government.

Income Criterion (as per Telangana Government Policy for STs): While the Samatha Freeship itself waives
tuition fees, applicants will generally be assessed against the income limits often stipulated by the Telangana
government for various scholarship and welfare schemes for Scheduled Tribes. As of current Telangana
government policies, for most educational schemes, the parental annual income limit for ST categories is
typically ¥2,00,000 (Rupees Two Lakhs).

BRAOU will adhere to the latest income criteria stipulated by the Telangana government for ST communities
for the purpose of verifying eligibility for this specific freeship, unless otherwise exempted by a specific
government order for this scheme. For that extend the candidate must submit a latest income certificate from
a competent authority.

For Transgender Individuals: Valid Gender Certificate issued by the competent authority of Telangana, as
per the Transgender Persons (Protection of Rights) Act, 2019, and subsequent rules implemented in
Telangana.

Income Criterion (as per Telangana Government Policy for Transgender Individuals): For various economic
support and welfare schemes, the Telangana government often specifies income limits for transgender
beneficiaries. For urban areas, this can be around ¥2,00,000 (Rupees Two Lakhs) and for rural areas,
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%1,50,000 (Rupees One Lakh Fifty Thousand) annual income, along with possession of a White Ration Card.
BRAOU will apply the most current income limits set by the Telangana government for transgender
individuals for educational support.

For Divyangjan: Valid Sadharm Certificate (Disability Certificate) issued by the competent medical board
within Telangana as per the guidelines of the Government of Telangana. The minimum disability percentage
required for eligibility will be 40% or more (benchmark disability), as per the Telangana government's
prescribed eligibility for schemes related to Divyangjan.

Income Criterion (as per Telangana Government Policy for Divyangjan): For some educational schemes for
Persons with Disabilities, the Telangana government may specify an annual parental income limit. For
example, for "Top Class Education For Students With Disabilities" schemes, the income limit can be up to
%6,00,000 (Rupees Six Lakhs) per annum. BRAOU will refer to the most current income guidelines
established by the Telangana government for educational schemes targeting Divyangjan, and income
certificate from the competent authority is a must.

V. Applicability:

New Admissions: The Samatha Support Scheme of BRAOU is applicable for undergraduate (UG)
candidates across all streams, enrolling from the academic batch of 2025-26 onwards, who are permanent
residents of Telangana. All enrolled learners who meet the eligibility criteria and residency requirement for
Telangana will receive the freeship in their first year. Continuation of the freeship for the second and third
years will be contingent upon the candidate successfully passing all subjects at a time in their respective
semester-end examinations of the preceding academic year. This ensures academic commitment and
progress.

VI. Expected Outcomes:

The Samatha Support Scheme is projected to yield significant positive outcomes within Telangana State,
directly aligning with Dr. Ambedkar's ideology and the constitutional vision of India

Enhanced Access to Higher Education: The scheme will dramatically increase the enroliment of Adivasi
youth, transgender individuals, and Divyangjan from Telangana in higher education, thereby reducing the
educational disparity faced by these communities within the state.

Promotion of Equitable Society: By removing financial and access barriers, the scheme will foster a more
equitable society in Telangana where opportunities for growth and development are available to all,
irrespective of their socio-cultural background or physical abilities.

Inclusive Educational Environment: BRAOU will solidify its position as a leading institution for inclusive
education in Telangana, creating a welcoming and supportive environment that celebrates diversity and
caters to the unique learning needs of marginalized groups.
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Empowerment and Self-Reliance: Access to higher education will empower these individuals from
Telangana, enabling them to gain knowledge, skills, and confidence to participate actively in the state's
development, pursue meaningful careers, and contribute to national progress.

Fulfillment of Constitutional Mandate: The scheme directly contributes to fulfilling the constitutional vision
of justice, equality, and fraternity within Telangana, ensuring that no citizen is left behind in the pursuit of
knowledge and progress.

VII. Conclusion: A Commitment to "Reach to the Unreached" in Telangana the BRAOU Samatha Support
Scheme is more than just a financial aid program; it is a profound declaration of our commitment to social
justice and the transformative power of education specifically within the State of Telangana. By actively
reaching out to the unreached and providing them with the tools to excel, BRAOU reaffirms its dedication to
building a truly equitable and inclusive society in Telangana, as envisioned by Dr. B.R. Ambedkar. This
initiative marks a new chapter in BRAOU's journey, setting a precedent for other educational institutions in
the state to follow in creating a more just and accessible higher education landscape.

Lateral Entry Policy

Dr. B. R. Ambedkar Open University (BRAOU) promotes flexible learning and inclusive
academic opportunities, especially for learners who may have discontinued their education
midway due to various reasons. This Lateral Entry Policy enables eligible students to gain
admission into the second or third year of equivalent undergraduate programmes at
BRAOU, based on their prior learning at recognized institutions.

This policy is aligned with the credit transfer and academic mobility principles
recommended by the University Grants Commission (UGC) to promote flexibility in
higher education and recognizes the diversity of educational trajectories.

Lateral Entry

Lateral Entry means allowing a student from another university / institution to get
admission into Dr. BRAOU for completing a similar or any related Graduation degree
based on credits obtained by him/her from the parent university/institution. Thus, a
student who seeks admission need not appear for DR. BRAOU examinations relating to
such courses/papers which are considered equivalent to and for which appropriate
credits would be deemed to have been acquired.

Lateral Entry Policy




SCOPE

Dr. B.R. Ambedkar Open University offers Lateral Entry admissions into the 2nd/3rd year
UG programs for Engineering dropouts or students who have completed either the first or
second year of any UG programme any recognized institution. Applicants desirous of
seeking entry though Lateral Entry must submit a self-attested syllabus copy of completed
coursework, which should match to the extent of at least 75% with the syllabus of BRAOU
prescribed for that Program. The Equivalence Committee may require the student to appear
for additional papers in specific cases. Final admissions are processed at the University
Headquarters. Lateral entry students follow the same academic and evaluation process as
regular students, but are not eligible for University Medals.

Lateral Entry Admissions: Admissions through Lateral Entry are applicable only to the
following categories of Students:

1. Passed First Year Engineering but discontinued from Second Year (B.Tech/B.E)
from a recognized University

2. Passed Second Year Engineering but discontinued from Third Year (B.Tech/B.E)
from a recognized University

3. Passed First Year but discontinued from the Second Year of the Degree from a
recognized University
4. Passed Second Year but discontinued the Third Year of a Degree from a recognized
University
PROCEDURE

1. Students will be given admission into the Second or third year of the Degree
Program of BRAOU depending on the year in which they discontinued their
previous study.

2. They will be exempted from appearing in the University examinations of BRAOU
in respect of those courses (Subjects) which are common to both the discontinued
Engineering/Degree Programs and BRAOU Program provided they pass these
courses (subjects) in which admission is desired in BRAOU Program.

Lateral Entry Policy
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3. They will be required to pay a One-Time Exemption fee fixed per course for the

courses in which they are exempted from appearing for the examinations of
BRAOU.

4. A self-attested copy of the syllabus of the concerned course of the related year/years
of the previous institution/University should be attached with the application for
seeking the lateral entry.

5. To be eligible for admission through lateral entry, the syllabus of the courses passed
by the students in which exemption is sought should be similar to the extent of 75
percent or more of the syllabus prescribed by BRAOU. This has to approved by the
Equivalence Committee set-up by the University in this regard.

6. Equivalence Committee may make it compulsory for those students who seek

admission through lateral entry to appear for those papers where their syllabus does
not match with the syllabus of BRAQOU to the extent of more than 75 percent.

7. In case of the students admitted through the lateral entry, the marks obtained by them
from the previous institution shall be converted into the grade/percentage for issuing
the mark sheet and for determining the grade of the student.

8. Students obtaining degree through the lateral entry shall not be entitled for the
University Medals.

9. Applications for the lateral entry shall be considered in the University Headquarters
only and Study centres shall have to send such applications to the Headquarters,
study centres may admit such students after approval from the Headquarters.

10. The system of study and evaluation for the students admitted through the lateral
entry shall remain the same as for the other students of the same class.

11. Students are required to pay the Admission Fee/Tuition Fee of BRAOU from the
year in which they are admitted, Second/Third Year as the case may be.

12. The students are required to apply via the online portal of the University
www.braou.ac.in  or www.braouonline.in through the link “Lateral Entry
Admissions”

ADMINISTRATION

The designated officer preferably from Learner Services, will be responsible for
coordinating the lateral entry with the Dean of the concerned Faculty
